Article V Section 8 –

RIGHT OF ACCESS – An owner / tenant shall grant right of access to his unit to the Directors and / or the Manager and to any other person authorized by the Board for the purpose of making inspections or for the purpose of correcting any condition originating in his unit and threatening another unit or common area and for the purpose of performing installation, alterations, or repairs to the mechanical or electrical services or other common area in his unit or elsewhere in the building.  In case of any emergency, such right of entry shall be immediate whether the owner is present at the time or not.

Please note that no advance notice is given for the routine chimney inspections.  For your safety and that of your neighbors, inspections are conducted once or twice a year depending on your Association’s policy.  

As a courtesy, we will provide unit keys to a contractor (for owner contracted work) at the request of the unit owner. However, please remember to suggest your contractor let our office know the approximate day and time they will be picking up the key as our work schedule also requires us to be off site. 

LOCK OUTS – There has been an increase in the number of lock outs in the past year.  We strongly recommend you provide Eastman Security with a key but due to their limited hours, we also suggest owners “store” a key outside at a neighbor’s unit for emergencies.
