RESTRICTIONS/GUIDELINES – 

In accordance with your By-Laws, Article V Section 7 –“To assist the Condominium Association in providing for congenial occupancy and the protection of the value of the units, it is necessary that the Board of Directors have the right and authority to exercise reasonable control over the units.  Violation of the following prohibitions shall not be permitted, and the Directors are hereby authorized to take all necessary steps to prevent or discontinue any violations thereof, all at the expense of the violator”:

1.
No advertisements or posters of any kind shall be posted in or on the property except as authorized by the Board.

2.
No clothing, laundry, rugs, or wash shall be hung from any window, deck railing or spread upon an exterior portion of a unit or upon any common area.  No garbage or trash containers shall be permitted to remain in public view.

3.
APPLIES TO WEST COVE A, B, D, and EAST LAKE CONDO ASSOCIATIONS ONLY: No animal, other than the common household pets of owners shall be kept or maintained on the property, nor shall common household pets be kept, bred, or maintained for commercial purpose on the property.  No tenants shall be allowed to keep or maintain any pets.  Pets shall not be permitted outside of units unless they are accompanied by an adult person and carried or leashed.  The Directors may make further provisions in the rules for the control and regulation of household pets in the condominium.  The owner of the unit, where a pet is kept or maintained, shall be responsible for all damages to the property resulting for the maintenance of said pet, and any costs incurred by the Association in enforcing the rules prescribed or to be prescribed by the Directors for the control and regulation of pets in the condominium.

4.
Owners, tenants, and guests shall exercise extreme care to avoid unnecessary noise or the use of musical instruments, radios, televisions, and amplifiers that may disturb others.

5.
No nuisance shall be allowed on the property or shall any use or practice be allowed which is an annoyance or which interferes with the peaceful possession or proper use of the condominium by others.

6.
No unit or common area of the condominium may be used for any unlawful purpose.

7.
Nothing shall be done in any unit or common area which may impair the structural integrity of the property, or which would structurally change a building except as provided in the Declaration or By-Laws.  Nothing shall be altered or constructed in or removed from the common area except upon the written consent of the Directors.

8.
No one shall place or cause to be placed in any entryway, stairway, walkway, driveway, parking area or other common area any bicycles, furniture, packages or objects of any kind.  These areas shall be used only for normal transit through them or, where appropriate, vehicular parking in them.

9.
No activity shall be done or maintained in any unit or upon any common area which will increase the rate of insurance on any unit or the common area or result in the cancellation of insurance.

10.
In the use of the units and the common area of the condominium, owners/tenants shall obey and abide by all valid laws, ordinances, zoning and other governmental regulations affecting the same and all applicable rules adopted by the Board.  The common area shall be used only for the furnishing of the services and facilities for which they are reasonably suited and which are incident to the use and occupancy of the units.

11.
Firewood must be stacked at least two to three feet away from the structure, walk and deck and their supports.  Do not stack firewood in such a way that it creates a barrier and impedes snow removal.  Wood should be covered with a brown or tan tarp.  

12.
No owner, tenant or guest shall direct or engage any employee of the Condominium on any private business, nor shall he direct, supervise or in any manner attempt to assert control over any such employee. 

STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE SHORELAND PROTECTION ACT  RSA 483B

Its purpose is to protect the fragile nature of public waters.

Vegetation, trees, shrubs, and ground cover prevent erosion and absorb harmful nutrients before they reach the lake.

The arborist must do all removal and/ or cutting of vegetation, trees, shrubs, and ground cover. 

Violators of RSA 483B are subject to heavy fines and civil penalties from their Condominium Association, Environmental Control Committee, the Grantham Conservation Commission, and the Attorney General.

The owner of a unit is responsible under the law per any actions of his guests and tenants.
