SEASONAL REMINDERS

LEAVING YOUR UNIT
1.) Set heat at a minimum of 55 degrees.

2.) Turn off main water supply valve.  (Located in the basement or crawl space).

3.) Leave the cabinet doors under the kitchen and bathroom sinks open to allow the warm air to circulate.  Close the bathroom doors.

4.) Close curtains or drapes to help reduce heating loss.

5.) All windows, skylights, and sliding glass doors should be shut securely and locked.

Please Note:  Units with propane heat should be leaving the electric heat set at 55 degrees as a back up in the event the propane system malfunctions.  Also, remember that the unit owner(s) is responsible for removing snow from the outside vent (propane), as blockage from the snow could cause the system to fail.

OUTDOOR FAUCETS

Disconnect all garden hoses.  Although the faucets are frost free and self draining, they cannot drain if the hose is attached and could result in interior damage.

DECK FURNITURE

Please remove all deck furniture and grilles to avoid damage to the furniture and/or structure during the winter months.  If they cannot be removed from the deck, please try to locate them where ice and falling snow from the roof will not cause damage.

DECKS

For safety reasons, please do not allow more than 18” to 24” of snow to accumulate on decks.  If not removed by the owner, the Association will make arrangements for the removal and bill each owner accordingly.

FIREWOOD

Please stack firewood a minimum of 2-3 feet from the unit, walkway, deck or supports.  Wood should be stacked in a timely fashion and covered with a clear poly, tan or brown tarp to keep it dry.

Please remember that owner/guest negligence could result in the insurance company’s denial of a claim if the damage is the result of an improper heat setting or the main water supply being left on. 
Remember, as the unit owner, you are responsible for making sure that all tenants and/or guests using your condominium follow these procedures to help avoid any unnecessary damage to the condominium and/or Association property.
